(2
marks)**

• Correction: No, Alfred was not an honest man. Firstly, he lied
to his wife about his job, telling her he worked for the corporation
instead of admitting he was a dustman.

6. **If you were Alfred, what would you have done? (2 marks)**

• Correction: If I were Alfred, I would have been honest with my wife
from the beginning about my job. I believe that honesty is important
in a marriage, and hiding such a significant part of my life would only
lead to mistrust and potential problems in the relationship.
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
