.an end in itself. The promise of educational technology lies in what educators do with it and how it is

used to best support their students' needs.

However, educatiorial technology has its challenges, particularly when It comes to implementation
and use. For example, despite growing interest in the use of AR, artificial intelligence, and other
emerging technology, less than 10 percent of schools report having these tools in their classrooms,
according to Project Tomorrow. Additional concerns include excessive screen time, the effectiveness
of teachers using the technology, and worries about technology equity.

Prominently rising from the COVID-19 crisis is the issue of content. Educators need to be able to
develop and weigh-in on online educational content, especially to encourage students to consider a
topic from different perspectives. The urgent actions taken during this crisis did not provide sufficient
time for this. Access is an added concern — for example, not every school district has resources to
- provide students with a laptop, and internet connectivity can be unreliable in homes. “

Despite the challenges and concerns, it's important to note the benefits of technology in education,
intluding increased collaboration and communication, improved quality of education, and engaging
lessons that help spark imagination and a search for knowledge in students.

Teachers want to improve student performance, and technology can help them accomplish this aim. -
To mitigate the challenges, administrators should help teachers gain the competencies needed to
enhance learning for students through technology. Additionally, technology in the classroom should
make teachers' jobs easier without adding extra time to their day.
